 Reading a Ruler to the Eighth of an Inch
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These lines show fourths of an inch.
The longer line between them marks
half an inch.





	Step 1
	Record the number of whole inches.

	Step 2
	Count the 16ths for the partial inch.
	10

	Step 3
	Record your whole number with your fraction.  
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	Step 4
	Check to see if you have a half of an inch or a fourth of an inch.  
	Use the longer lines to guide you.  

	Step 5
	If you don’t have a fourth or half of an inch, you will have eighths.
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	Step 6
	Use your knowledge of equivalent fractions to determine how many 8ths you have.  
	Eight is half of 16, so half of 10 will give you your new numerator—the number of eighths.   

	Note:
	You can also count…every two lines between the inches mark one eighth.
